1. Preface 

Dear Reader, 

What you are holding in your hands is a unique document ï the curriculum of the RIS Swiss 

Section - Deutschsprachige Schule Bangkok. It is unique because, as our school's curriculum, it is 

designed to serve our students and our needs. It was created within a quality-management 

framework, and grew out of the desire to make our work and our goals transparent to all those 

involved or interested in life at our school, as well as to meet the various demands that are made 

on our institution. 

The new 2011 curriculum comprises the whole range of our educational opportunities from pre-

kindergarten to the Matura, the Swiss general qualification for university entrance. It leads the 

students through the different levels, ensuring, as the ultimate goal, the successful transition to 

further institutions of higher learning. It is based both on the standards and requirements set by 

the Schweizerische Maturitätsanerkennungsreglement (Swiss regulations for the recognition of 

university-entrance diplomas) and the curriculum for primary and secondary schools of the Swiss 

Canton of Lucerne. Furthermore, it takes into account the specifications that govern Germany's 

intermediate secondary education diplomas. 

Rather than just conform to outside expectations, any curriculum should above all prepare students for 

life outside school. The curriculum here devotes itself to this idea with recourse to a modern 

pedagogical approach. It prescribes which tasks and actions a student can successfully perform with 

the knowledge and skills he or she has gained. Attitudes and values that the students are intended to 

exemplify through their own life are also part of such performativeðor ñcan doò ðcompetences. As 

another characteristic, the 2011 curriculum is geared towards differentiation, in order to individually 

support and challenge students.   

The quality of any curriculum does not only depend on its structure and intention. What is essential is 

how the teachers put it in practice. Since our curriculum has grown out of a consensus among the 

teaching staff and is also in line with the major educational schools of thought in Europe, I am 

confident that it will reach its objectives. 

I am greatly indebted to my colleagues for the additional work they have invested in getting 

familiarised with the demands on a modern curriculum, and for the outstanding implementation. 

I wish for the 2011 curriculum of the RIS Swiss Section - Deutschsprachige Schule Bangkok to serve 

as a helpful framework for teachers and their educational work, to guide students towards purpose-

driven learning, and to create transparency and trust for all interested parties.

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Basic Principles of Evaluation and Assessment at the RIS Swiss 
Section - Deutschsprachige Schule Bangkok  
 
Assessment means the evaluation and documentation of the students' academic development and achieved 
standard of performance or proficiency at a given time. It has to be ensured that students are aware when they 
are being assessed; such situations must be clearly separated from the regular learning environment, where errors 
and mistakes are seen as chances to be used productively. 

Further core principles are: 

¶ The basis of any diagnostics or assessment are the competences and learning objectives 
defined by the RIS Swiss Section - Deutschsprachige Schule Bangkok's curricula. 

¶ Interior differentiation is given its proper attention and is practiced to a sufficient degree. 

¶ Instead of pointing out deficiencies, evaluation makes students aware of past and present 
achievements and opens up perspectives for the future. 

¶ The assessment criteria are made transparent to the students, or are even developed in 
cooperation with them. 

¶ Besides standardised tests for all students, individual assessment is done as well.  

¶ Evaluation that focuses on achieved results is supplemented by process-oriented evaluation. 

¶ It is the teachers who assess and grade. Their evaluation of a student's achievement is 
supplemented by other students' input and the assessed student's self-evaluation. This helps 
the students reflect on their learning style and identify their own strengths and weaknesses 
more precisely than before.  

 

Issues of concrete implementation in the different subjects and age-group levels are decided upon in 
conferences where teachers of a particular level (Stufenkonferenz) or subject (Fachschaft) meet.

book). 

 

Understand basic information in everyday situations 
that occur regularly (e.g., how much does a book cost, 
how long does it take to get to the swimming pool on 
foot), and act accordingly.

Participating in conversations At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students can, if given the chance to prepare, use 
simple sentences and short phrases to participate 
in conversations about persons, issues, and 
concrete situations they are familiar with, and ask 
syntactically simple questions, including follow-up 
questions, about the given topic.  

 

Introduce themselves or a person known to them.  

  

Specifically, the students can for 
example... 

Introduce themselves or a person known to them. 

 

Use phrases to greet somebody and say goodbye. 

 

Provide information concerning familiar topics to a 
conversation partner in simple sentences, while 
expressing satisfaction or displeasure. 

 

Express agreement or disagreement, apologise, and 
react to apologies. 

 

Enquire further about familiar topics, or react to 
someone else's further enquiries. 

 

Use facial expressions and gestures consciously to 
overcome problems in getting their message across. 

 

Pay attention to gestures, facial expressions, intonation 
and stress in conversations, and use those 
systematically themselves.

Reading comprehension At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students, provided they have been given the 
appropriate linguistic preparation for the task at 
hand, can derive essential information from short, 
simple texts about familiar situations from the 
classroom or everyday life by reading the text 
(more than once if necessary).

Read out loud short texts comprehensibly. 

 

Understand assignments, instructions, explanations of 
exercises and tasks as well as written summaries of 
lessons.   

 

Derive information from short, simple (private or official) 
everyday-life texts (e.g. emails, text messages, short 
letters, signs); make use of appropriate linguistic and 
methodical assistance to gather the essential contents 
from reading texts that have been edited by educators 
for suitability.  

 

Understand simple poems, rhymes and songs that 
were created for children or use in schools.  

 

 Writing At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students canïbased on linguistic and content-
related promptsïwrite down simple facts and 
notes, using simple phrases and short sentences.

Put simple information for others in writing (e.g., as text 
messages, emails, postcards, greeting cards,  
invitations). 

 

Communicate simple facts from their own experience 
(e.g. the daily routine) in writing. 

 

Complete a pre-set questionnaire (e.g. a profile about 
themselves asking for height, age, eye color, etc.).

Mediation At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students can reproduce short (oral or written) 
standard-German utterances or texts from 
everyday communicative situations in their other 
language in a way that ensures a global 
understanding of the main idea.  

 

Specifically, the students can for 
example... 

Render simple information that is necessary to manage 
a specific situation (e.g. instructions, explanations) 
coherently in their own language and using key words 
in German.  

 

Learning area: Verbal/linguistic skills and abilities X units 

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes 

Pronunciation/intonation At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students can use basic pronunciation and 
intonation patterns in a way that ensures they are 
being understood. 

 

Specifically, the students can for 
example... 

Apply patterns of pronunciation and intonation to simple 
structures. 

 

Use the stress patterns for simple statements, 
questions, and requests appropriately in practice. 

Spelling At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students have a solid, in-depth knowledge and 
command of the spelling of the basic 
communicative structures they produce. 
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Vocabulary At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students have a vocabulary range that allows them 
to fulfil basic communicative needs and to 
communicate successfully in everyday-life 
situations.

Grammar At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students have acquired basic grammar and can use 
it to a large extent correctly in easy, familiar 
situations.

Identify and describe persons, things, facts, acts, and 
events. 

 

Phrase affirmative and negative statements, questions, 
and requests/orders.  

 

Report on events from their own experience in note 
form, and express desires and interests in a simple 
way. 

 

Identify grammatical elements and structures, and 
understand the wording of simple rules.

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes 
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 At the end of the first part of their education, the 
students can systematically find information in 
very simple texts from everyday life or texts that 
were composed specifically for the foreign-
language classroom, and take first steps towards 
text production by making changes or additions to 
texts they receive. 

Specifically, the students can for 
example... 

Derive instructions from signs, name and describe the 
protagonists in short narrative texts, comprehend steps 
in a sequence of actions (e.g. by answering simple 
questions or putting pictures in the right order). 

 

Rephrase and (re)model short texts (e.g. profiles, text 
messages, brief stories, poems), make additions and 
changes to dialogs, act out dialogs creatively, recite 
texts.  
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  The learner's competence at the end of competence level A2 

Learning area: communicative competences                          Number of units varies 

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes 

Listening comprehension/aural and visual 
comprehension 

At the end of this part of their education, the students 
can understand sentences and relatively short texts, if 
those deal with things and issues that they are familiar 
with. They generally understand the context of clearly 
worded messages whose content is simple, and of 
unambiguous audiovisual material. 

  

Understand requests, advice, and simple explanations, 
and react to them appropriately. 

 

Understand important details from everyday-life 
conversations ï if these deal with their own affairs, their 
own family, friends or topics like school and leisure ï 
and react accordingly. 

 

Gather crucial details from simply-worded explanations 
and descriptions, and behave accordingly. 

 

Understand short, simply-worded announcements that 
are repeated often, gather crucial information from 
them and act accordingly.  

 

 

 

Understand, for the most part, recorded songs, stories 
and audio scenes played in class, as well as cartoons 
and film sequences, provided there has been linguistic 
preparation for them in class beforehand. Reproduce 
the essential content or act it out in roleplays.  
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Participating in conversations In simple, routine situations, the students can share 
ideas about familiar subjects and areas of personal 
interest. They can also ask follow-up questions, 
express their opinion, and react to the opinions of 
others.  

 

Report on their own experiences. 

 

Describe actions, habits, and everyday activities. 

  

Inform others about plans, events, and arrangements. 

 

Describe and explain personal likes and dislikes. 

  

Express opinions regarding a familiar topic and use 
verbal skills to justify them and answer follow-up 
questions.  

 

Pay attention to gestures, facial expressions, intonation 
and stress in conversations, and use these themselves. 
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Coherent speech At the end of the second part of their education, the 
students can give a short, rehearsed presentation with 
a logical structure on a familiar topic, using transitions. 

  

They can inform others about plans, events, and 
results, or describe these. 

 

They can describe actions, habits and everyday 
activities. 

 

They can report on their own experiences or fields of 
interest. 

 

They can describe personal likes and dislikes. 

 

They can use simple means and devices to structure a 
text. 

 

They can underscore messages appropriately by for 
example using gestures and conscious stress. 
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Reading comprehension At the end of the second part of their education, the 
students can grasp the main ideas in clearly-structured 
texts whose language they have been prepared for in 
class, and gather information systematically.  The texts 
deal with situations and topics that play an important 
role in the daily lives of teenagers. 

 

They can read out loud longer text passages in a way 
that clarifies and stresses the meaning.  

 

Longer instructions regarding tasks and exercises, as 
well as written summaries of lessons and their results, 
are understood.  

 

The students can gather important ideas and crucial 
details from rather simple, short non-fictional texts that 
are informative, persuasive or instructional (e.g. 
brochures, prospectuses, leaflets).  

 

They can understand relatively simple poems and 
songs, as well as narrative and dramatic texts. 

  

They can employ different reading strategies and 
extract information from reference works that are 
suitable for teenagers. 
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Writing The students can compose texts using relatively simple 
phrases and sentences. 

 

They can compose personal messages, use simple 
linguistic devices to report on interesting results, 
describe their hobbies, and ask others about theirs. 

 

Given texts can be expanded, completed, remodeled, 
or composed anew following a given model. 

 

Students can briefly summarise or paraphrase what 
they heard, read, watched, or experienced; they can 
also express their opinion on this in a simple manner.  

Mediation In communicative situations from daily life, students 
can render oral or written statements or texts from one 
language in the other in a way that ensures others 
understand the key ideas.  

 

Students can paraphrase in one language the gist of 
relatively simple statements made in the other 
language. 

Learning area: Verbal/linguistic skills and abilities         Number of units varies 

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes   

Proununciation/intonation Pronunciation and intonation patterns are generally 
used correctly, although there is the possibility of an  
audible influence from the mother tongue.  

 

The students can put the pronunciation and intonation 
patterns that influence meaning in standard German 
into effect correctly.  

 

They can use relatively simple means to underscore 
messages and structure spoken texts (pauses, pitch, 
pace, emphasis of key words...).

Spelling The students correctly apply the spelling rules 
concerning the basic communicative structures ï which 
have been complexified functionally and thematically by 
now ï as well as important rules of punctuation. 

Vocabulary The basic vocabulary, which has been expanded in 
terms of functions served and topics covered by now, is 
generally used in a way that enables the students to 
communicate about familiar subjects in classroom 
discussions, about selected issues from the field of 
intercultural education, and also while doing tasks 
together in a cooperative-learning setting.  

Grammar The students use an enlarged repertoire of grammatical 
rules for the most part correctly in familiar situations. 

 

They can express the duration, repetition, and 
sequence of actions and events. 

 

They can express prohibition/permission, orders, 
requests, wishes, expectations and duties.  

 

They can report on or tell stories about past, present, 
and future events. 

 

They can demonstrate conditions, requirements, 
references and interconnections.  
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Learning area: Text and media competence             Number of units varies 

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes 

Noticing and identifying different genres, 
making analytical and practical use of one's 
own reading and writing experiences  

 

Apply various different strategies of tackling and 
understanding texts: determine their own expectations 
and predictions concerning the text, formulate 
hypotheses regarding the text, test these, and revise or 
correct them if necessary.  

 

Identify the topic, plot, characters and selected striking 
structural features of relatively simple texts. 

 

Identify common genres (advertisement/advertising 
copy, instruction manual, weather report, etc.) of non-
fictional ï informative, instructional or persuasive ï 
texts; describe elements of the layout. 

 

Use ways to experiment with their own writing in order 
to test the effects of creative devices (e.g. by turning 
simple texts into plays and acting them out, 
transposing/replacing textual elements, carrying out 
interviews with characters, etc.).

The students have, for the most part, a solid knowledge 
of the geography and character of the German-
speaking countries; they can orient themselves and are 
familiar with transport and travelling opportunities.  

 

Meeting others, they can ï be it in their own 
surroundings or while travelling (i.e., in simulated or 
real situations abroad) ï perceive distinctive features of 
people's living conditions and ways of life, and compare 
and contrast them with their own. 

 

They can find examples of culture-specific patterns of 
behaviour in authentic informative, instructional, or 
persuasive texts. 

 

In fictional or simple literary texts, they can interpret 
facts and ways of behaviour from a specific cultural 
perspective. 
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Practical intercultural exchange (end of 
third part of education) 

Establish contact ï via letter or email ï with German-
speaking partners, and use appropriate questions to 
gain deeper insights into daily life in the German-
speaking world. 

 

Employ interviewing techniques to gather information 
about the living conditions in German-speaking 
countries from people who are from German-speaking 
countries; and analyse and evaluate the interviews 
appropriately. 

 

Resort to linguistic formulas, phrases, and behavioural 
patterns that facilitate communication with strangers; 
distinguish between informal language (in the family 
and with friends) and formal language when choosing 
ways to communicate orally or in writing.  

 

Anticipate potential communication problems, defuse 
disruptions with suitable phrases and nonverbal 
actions. 
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Reflecting upon language(s) and verbal 
communication 

 

Provide information about their own (foreign) language 
biography. 

 

Explore and document how multilingual life is at their 
school. 

 

Describe and explain the significance of the (foreign) 
languages they have learned for their personal life and 
their future. 

 

Explore particularities of the German language, 
compare them with other languages, and support the 
findings by giving examples. 

 

Make observations about the use of the German 
language in concrete daily-life situations that occur 
regularly, and compare the results to other languages 
they are familiar with. 

 

They realise how speech-act patterns are dependent 
on culture, and can analyse this with the help of 
examples. 
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Observing language systematically, 
experimenting with linguistic modes and 
structures, and discovering usage 
patterns and rules for one's own 
language use  

 

Separate words into their parts, and reassemble them 
in a different form. 

 

Identify words and expressions that the German 
language took from other languages, or that other 
languages took from German, and point out the 
resulting changes in terms of spelling and 
pronunciation. 

 

By comparing German to other languages, the students 
realise the characteristic syntactic particularities of the 
German language. 

 

Dealing with concrete situations or authentic texts, they 
become aware of idiomatic and metaphorical patterns 
of language use, and adopt these for their own usage.  

 

They can correctly label genres, linguistic modes and 
structures that have been repeatedly covered in class.  

(Foreign) language learning 
competences 

Check tasks and exercises in detail; determine what 
they have to do under the given circumstances, and 
what results are expected.  

 

The students can successfully deal with the learning 
materials that are used, and make use of any optional 
assistance to solve the learning tasks at hand. 

 

They can prepare a given topic by activating previous 
knowledge and taking notes on this as well as on 
relevant vocabulary they are already familiar with.  

 

When doing research, they can decide which sources 
are suitable for solving the task at hand. 
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Using strategies of cooperation and 
supporting each other when learning 

 

Following the teacher's initial guidance, organise work 
in groups or pairs, which includes agreeing on how to 
do the task and who does what.  

 

Building on given models, the students can continue 
their learning tasks in small groups. 

 

In accordance with their linguistic competences, the 
students can use different languages in order to solve 
tasks. 

 

The students can assist and support each other in 
terms of language. 

The students can create extracurricular 
learning opportunities for themselves 

 

Seek out encounters with native German speakers, and 
make use of authentic communicative situations for 
their own language learning. 

 

They can work with native German speakers face to 
face or via long-distance learning, and use  applicable 
learning strategies. 

 

They can use the internet with its informational and 
communicative resources as a learning opportunity.  

The students can apply receptive-
competence strategies and use various 
reading and listening/aural and visual 
strategies 

 

Preparing for listening comprehension/aural and visual 
comprehension or reading comprehension, they can 
make themselves aware of what they should focus on 
(for example in terms of the content). 

 

They can use various methods to determine the 
meaning of unknown words, phrases, and text 
passages from context.  

  

They have built up a repertoire of different receptive 
strategies, and use these appropriately and 
systematically. 
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Applying productive-competence 
strategies and using various speaking 
and writing strategies 

 

They can apply different communicative strategies, 
although they lack vocabulary and rhetorical skills. 
Thus, fluent communication is still possible.  

 

They can use word processors and their spell 
checkers. 

 

They can compare their own writing to models and 
correct the former if necessary. 

 

They can plan and outline their own oral and written 
texts using applicable strategies. 

 

They can develop given materials into coherent and 
comprehensive oral or written texts.  

 

They can check and improve texts of their own, as well 
as of their fellow students. 

 

Being up to date with contemporary technology, they 
can employ (simple) presentation techniques in order to 
report ï sometimes  with the help of computers ï on 
results from given tasks. 

Strategies of self-evaluation and self-
correction can be employed 

They check their own texts with the help of linguistic 
models. 

 

After a period of learning, the students can make 
themselves aware of the knowledge and skills they 
have gained. 

 

They can take conscious risks and express what they 
cannot do confidently yet in order to get feedback from 
the teacher or other linguistically competent people. 
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  The learnerôs competence at the end of competence level B1 

Learning area: Communicative competences  

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes 

Listening comprehension/aural and 
visual comprehension 

At the end of the third competence level, the 
students can understand the main ideas and even 
details of a statement, provided it deals with age-
appropriate, interesting things and issues. Working 
with media, they can gather essential information, if 
it is about current affairs and topics from their 
fields of interest. 

 Specifically, the students can: 

 

- understand extensive advice and explanation, and 
follow it appropriately 

- follow conversations about familiar matters and topics 
in daily life; to assure understanding, they can ask 
questions and request explanations  

- understand messages about how to manage 
everyday-life situations, and react accordingly 

- gather the main ideas from radio or TV programmes 
(e.g. documentaries) ï provided they deal with familiar 
topics. They can summarise the content in their own 
words and comment on it   

 - use an expanded repertoire of strategies of reception 
for listening comprehension (e.g. critical or evaluative 
listening/watching, listening/watching for pleasure). 

Learning area: Communicative competences  

Main focus Knowledge, skills, attitudes 
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Participating in conversations At the end of the third part of their education, the 
students can ï  even without preparation ï 
participate in conversations about familiar topics 
and matters they are interested in, while also being 
able to justify and support their personal opinion, 
and to react to the opinions of others.  

 Specifically, the students can: 

 

- express emotions (such as surprise, joy, sadness, 
anger, interest, and indifference), and react to such 
expressions of emotion 

- describe their own goals, hopes, and dreams, and 
react to the goals, hopes, and dreams of others 

- initiate, continue, and sustain a conversation or 
discussion, while evaluating, agreeing to, or 
disagreeing with the opinions of others 

- disclose concrete information in an interview and 
react to spontaneous follow-up questions; prepare and

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5. Topics and contents 

 

Language competence gets taught via various ways of performing with or in language. These can 
be divided into different thematic categories (topic areas). Together, they cover all areas of 
competence of German as a subject, which means they need to be taught in combination. Thus, 
the curriculum fits the concept of integrated teaching of German. 

The following topic areas are mandatory in each year. When planning and carrying out lessons, 
the principle of the spiral curriculum (topics are revisited on a more advanced level) should be 
observed. When deciding on concrete topics, the opinions of the students and the colleagues as 
well as the internal curriculum of the school have to be taken into account.

5. Topics and contents

5. Topics and contents 

 

Language competence gets taught via various ways of performing with or in language. 
These can be divided into different thematic categories (topic areas). Together, they 
cover all areas of competence of German as a subject, which means they need to be 
taught in combination. Thus, the curriculum fits the concept of integrated teaching of 
German. 

The following topic areas are mandatory in each year. When planning and carrying out 
lessons, the principle of the spiral curriculum (topics are revisited on a more advanced 
level) should be observed. When deciding on concrete topics, the opinions of the 
students and the colleagues as well as the internal curriculum of the school have to be 
taken into account.

 demonstrate growing autonomy and confidence in terms of writing correctly, and 

increase their ability to spot errors, 
 reflect on linguistic phenomena thanks to a more sophisticated language 

knowledge, 
 understand and interpret texts and media, even complex ones, in an increasingly 

sophisticated manner as far as the textual structure and the meaning are 
concerned, 

 in 7th and 8th grade, primarily develop the ability to use reading and writing 
strategies for interdisciplinary purposes; in 9th and 10th grade, an additional 
focus is on giving presentations. 

 

It is recommended that genres such as minutes/records/lab reports, CVs/resumes and 
cover letters are covered in detail in the subjects they tend to be associated with, 
possibly in combination with the subject of German. 
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 1. Requirements for admission 

To successfully gain the desired competences, the students should be able to fulfill 

certain academic requirements at the beginning of 11th grade. These are pointed out 

below.

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Evaluation and Assessment in German 

The goal of the assessment is to determine the development of the studentsó 

competence in the following areas: 

¶ Reading, interpreting, and evaluating literary and pragmatic texts, 

¶ Writing, structuring, fashioning and formatting texts,  

¶ Speaking, presenting and listening, 

¶ Reflecting on language and language useðdeveloping language awareness and 

language skills. 

As a necessary condition, students must have had many different opportunities to 

acquire the competences stated in the general curriculum. 

The students get feedback about their level of competence. Feedback is an important 

part of learning processes; it provides the students with a clear idea of their current 

skills, performance level, and learning progress. However, students increase their 

confidence in dealing with assessment criteria by also learning to evaluate their own and 

other studentsô achievements by themselves, which in turn helps them learn to control 

their own learning progress. 

In contrast to assessment, the evaluation is intended to judge and grade the 

development of the competences. In the general part, it is based for example on 

following activities: 

¶ Contributions to classroom discussion (e.g. oral summaries of the results of 

analyses or research, debates, discussions), 

¶ Homework and/or its evaluation, 

¶ Short presentations (e.g. defending a written position statement, explaining a 

graph or chart, interpreting a key passage or quote, presenting results), 

¶ Written exercises and quizzes to consolidate content and to test learning and 

working techniques, 

¶ Various forms of documenting the learning process in the classroom (logs/lecture 

notes/records, portfolios, dossiers, learning, working, and reading journals),  

¶ Performances (e.g. role play, simulation), 

¶  
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¶ Composing scripts or making videos in order to adapt literary works, 

¶ Participation in projects (German only as well as interdisciplinary). 

 

To support a comprehensive performative competence, the evaluation does not only 

take knowledge of the content and command of the skills into consideration, but also the 

willingness to cooperate and the ability for self-reflection, especially with teamwork or 

projects.   

In terms of achievement, not only the end product but also the process gets evaluated. 

Process-oriented evaluation happens for example when longer papers or portfolios are 

created, when group process play a large role, or when larger projects have to be 

carried out. This allows for a more individual judgment of the students than with product-

oriented grading; not just the end product matters but also the steps that are required to 

get to the product. Moreover, it is possible to include other achievements in the 

evaluation than those that serve to acquire the content-focused competences.  

Criteria for assessment and quality standards should be specified and made transparent 

in advance. Precise instructions with clear statements regarding what is expected from 

the students in the end are instruments to check the development of competences 

during a specific time span. 

Exam questions (Klausuraufgaben) have to be in accordance with the XXXXXXXXXXX 

Deutsch (German). 

The evaluation is based on the performance in the areas of competence textual 

reception, contextualisation, and textual production/composition. There are the following 

areas of performance standards: 

 

¶ Performance standard area 1: Fundamentals of knowledge 

¶ Performance standard area 2: Organisation of processes 

(analysis/interpretation, argumentation/discussion, creative writing) 

¶ Performance standard area 3: Ability to form own opinions 
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The preparation for the fourth examination component in both its forms (oral defense of 

the Maturaarbeit thesis / ñbesondere Lernleistungò: special achievement in 

learning/special project) is part of the lessons. Here, one needs to do justice to the 

interdisciplinary character of the fourth examination component, provided this is 

specified in the instructions. Shorter projects serve to introduce students to the methods 

and conventions of research writing and academic work (doing research,  documenting 

sources, citation styles, argumentative, thesis-driven writing style). Presentation and 

discussion-leading exercises in the colloquium that accompanies the Maturaarbeit thesis 

project help the preparation further.

They further learn to hypothesize about rule-
making and test those rules. They consciously and productively utilize linguistic 
forms and structures that they have only receptively commanded up to now.

Pronunciation and Intonation 

 

The students are able to understand different variations of pronunciation of the 
target language. At the end of Sekundarstufe I, they are largely proficient in 
pronunciation and intonation, especially in fundamental intonation patterns. As a 
rule, their pronunciation  of the word and sentence level is easily understandable 
, even if their pronunciation still has a foreign accent and they sometimes make 
mistakes in pronunciation. 

 

Orthography 

 

The students possess increasingly good spelling skills. They are able to know the 
difference between pronunciation and spelling and have proficiency in important 
orthographic regularities of the English language. The students use methods of 
self-correction from the beginning and are able to correct and assure their 
spelling on their own with the help of reference books. Their spelling is good 
enough for their writing to be legible. 

 

 

4 Topics and Content 

The students acquire intercultural foreign-language capacity to act in a thematic 
context. They deal with topics and texts that 

¶ are of particular interest to teenagers, 

¶ include a set of problems that  encourages the discussion of oneôs own 
opinion and that are  important for the shaping of the present and future 
society, 

¶ provide the base for their continued education, 

¶ are important for their development and handling of everyday situations, 

¶ serve as preparation for working life, 

¶ are characterized by interesting forms of interpretation that encourage 
interaction between reader and text
